Why Attendance is important:
At Waddington Redwood Primary Academy, we believe attending school regularly is important for your child’s achievement, wellbeing, and wider development. Evidence shows that children with the highest attendance throughout their time in school gain the best GCSE and A Level results. (Education Hub - here)
The link between attendance and attainment is clear: 
• In 2018/19, just 40% of persistently absent (PA) children in KS2 achieved expected KS2 standards, compared with 84% of pupils who were regular attenders.

Children who miss school frequently can fall behind with their work and do less well.
